righteousness of my own that comes from the law, but that which is 

through faith in Christ – the righteousness that comes from God and is 

by faith.͟  (Philippians 3:4-9 NIV) 

͞Foƌ the one who has entered His rest has himself also rested from his 

works, as God did fƌoŵ His.͟  (Hebrews 4:10 NASB) 

͞Noǁ to hiŵ ǁho works, the wages are not counted as grace but of 

debt. But to him who does not work but believes on Him who justifies
