       A reĐeŶt artiĐle aďout the Pope’s ǀisit to the U.“. (TeeŶ to Visit Pope iŶ NYC, 4-19-08 pg. 

A3) mentioned the desire to know for sure what the third secret of Fatima is. It then goes on 

to reǀeal that the third seĐret ͞supposedly states that salǀatioŶ ĐaŶ ďe gaiŶed through
