      This then is the message which we have heard of Him, and declare 

unto you, that God is light, and in Him is no darkness at all. If we say 

that we have fellowship with Him, and walk in darkness, we lie, and 

do not the truth: but if we walk in the light, as He is in the light,        

we have fellowship one with another and the blood of Jesus Christ         

His Son cleanseth us from all sin. If we say that we have no sin, we 

deceive ourselves, and the truth is not in us. If we confess our sins,    

He is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us from   

all unrighteousness. If we say that we have not sinned, we make Him   

a liar, and His word is not in us …

      These things write I unto you, that ye sin not. And if any man sin,   

we have an advocate with the Father, Jesus Christ the righteous:

He hath given us of His Spirit. And we have seen and do testify that the 

Father sent the Son to be the Savior of the world. Whosoever shall 

confess that Jesus is the Son of God, God dwelleth in him, and he in 

God. And we have known (understood) and believed the love that    

God hath to us. God is love; and he that dwelleth in love dwelleth in 

God, and God in him. Herein is our love made perfect (complete), that 

we may have boldness (assurance) in the day of judgment: because  

as He is, so are we in this world. There is no fear in love; but perfect 

love casteth out fear: because fear hath torment. He that feareth is 

not made perfect in love. We love Him, because He first loved us.

       I will therefore put you in remembrance … hoǁ that the Lord, 

having saved the people out of the land of Egypt, afterward destroyed 

them that believed not. And the angels which kept not their first 

estate, but left their own habitation, He hath reserved in everlasting 

chains under darkness unto the judgment of the great day. Even as 



Sodom and Gomorrha, and the cities about them in like manner,  

giving themselves over to fornication, and going after strange flesh, 

are set forth for an example, suffering the vengeance of eternal fire.  

      Likewise also these filthy dreamers defile the flesh, despise 

dominion, and speak evil of dignities (authorities). Yet Michael the 

archangel, when contending with the devil he disputed about the body 

of Moses, durst (dared) not bring against him a railing accusation, but 

said, ͞The Loƌd ƌeďuke thee.͟ But these speak evil of those things          

which they kŶoǁ Ŷot … Woe uŶto theŵ! For they have gone in the way of     

CaiŶ … These are spots in your feasts of charity … feediŶg themselves       

without fear: clouds they are without water, carried about of winds; trees 

whose fruit withereth, without fruit, twice dead, plucked up by the roots; 

Raging waves of the sea, foaming out their own shame; wandering stars,           

 

      And Enoch also, the seventh from Adam, prophesied of these, 

saying, Behold, the Lord cometh with ten thousands of His saints.      

To execute judgment upon all, and to convince all that are ungodly 

among them of all their ungodly deeds which they have ungodly 

committed, and of all their hard speeches which ungodly sinners have 

spoken against Him. These are murmurers, complainers, walking after their 

own lusts; and their mouth speaketh great swelling words, having ŵeŶ͛s 
persons in admiration because of advantage. 

     But, beloved, remember ye the words which were spoken before of the 

apostles of our Lord Jesus Christ; How that they told you there should be 

mockers in the last time, who should walk after their own ungodly lusts. These 

be they who separate themselves, sensual, having not the Spirit. 

       But ye, beloved, building yourselves on your most holy faith, 

praying in the Holy Ghost, keep yourselves in the love of God,   

looking for the mercy of our Lord Jesus Christ unto eternal life. 

       And of some have compassion, making a difference: And others

fornication, and the inhabitants of the earth have been made drunk 

ǁith the ǁiŶe of heƌ foƌŶiĐatioŶ.͟ 

       So he carried me away in the spirit into the wilderness: and I saw a 

woman sit upon a scarlet colored beast, full of names of blasphemy 

having seven heads and ten horns. And the woman was arrayed in 

purple and scarlet color, and decked with gold and precious stones and 



pearls, having a golden cup in her hand full of abominations and 

filthiness of her fornication. And upon her forehead was a name 

written, MYSTERY, BABYLON THE GREAT, THE MOTHER OF HARLOTS 

AND ABOMINATIONS OF THE EARTH. And I saw the woman drunken 

with the blood of the saints, and with the blood of the martyrs           

of Jesus: and when I saw her, I wondered with great admiration. 

       AŶd the aŶgel said uŶto ŵe, ͞Wheƌefoƌe didst thou ŵaƌǀel?              
I will tell thee the mystery of the woman, and of the beast that 

carrieth her, which hath the seven heads and ten horns. The beast that 

thou sawest was, and is not; and shall ascend out of the bottomless pit, and go 

into perdition: and they that dwell on the earth shall wonder, whose names 

were not written in the book of life from the foundation of the world, when 

they behold the beast that was, and is not, and yet is. And here is the mind 

which hath wisdom. The seven heads are seven mountains, on which the 

woman sitteth. And there are seven kings: five are fallen, and one is, and the 

other is not yet come; and when he cometh, he must continue a short space. 

And the beast that was, and is not, even he is the eighth, and is of the seven, 

and goeth into perdition, And the ten horns which thou sawest are ten kings, 

which have received no kingdom as yet; but receive power as kings one hour 

with the beast. These have one mind, and shall give their power and strength 

unto the beast. These shall make war with the Lamb, and the Lamb shall 

overcome them: for He is Lord of lords, and King of kings: and they 

that are with Him are called, and chosen, and faithful …  
The waters which thou sawest, where the whore sitteth, are peoples, 

and multitudes, and nations, and tongues. And the ten horns which 

thou sawest upon the beast, these shall hate the whore, and shall 

make her desolate and naked, and shall eat her flesh, and burn her 

with fire. For God hath put in their hearts to fulfill His will, and to 

agree, and give their kingdom unto the beast, until the words of God 

shall be fulfilled. And the woman which thou sawest is that great city, 

which reigneth over the kings of the earth.

And I saw 

the dead, small and great, stand before God; and the books were opened: and 

another book was opened, which is the book of life: and the dead were judged 

out of those things which were written in the books, according to their works. 

And the sea gave up the dead which were in it; and death and hell delivered up 

the dead which were in them: and they were judged every man according to 

their works.

 

Revelation 20:1-5 

       And I saw a new heaven and a new earth: for the first heaven and 

the first earth were passed away; and there was no more sea. 

       And I John saw the holy city, new Jerusalem, coming down from 

God out of heaven, prepared as a bride adorned for her husband. And 

I heard a great voice out of heaven saying, Behold, the tabernacle of God 

is with men, and He will dwell with them, and they shall be His people, 

and God Himself shall be with them, and be their God. And God shall 



wipe away all tears from their eyes; and there shall be no more  

death, neither sorrow, no crying, neither shall there be any more pain: 

for the former things are passed away. 

       And He that sat upon the throne said, Behold, I make all things 

new. And He said unto me, Write: for these words are true faithful.  

And He said unto me, It is done, I am Alpha and Omega, the beginning 

and the end. I will give unto him that is athirst of the fountain of      

the water of life freely. He that overcometh shall inherit all things; 

and I will be his God, and he shall be my son. But the fearful, and 

unbelieving, and the abominable, and murders, and whoremongers, 

and sorcerers, and idolaters, and all liars, shall have their part in the 

lake which burneth with fire and brimstone: which is the second 

death. 

      And there came unto me one of the seven angels which had the 

seven vials full of the seven last plagues, and talked with me, saying, 

Come hither, I will shew thee the bride, the Laŵď͛s ǁife. And he 

carried me away in the spirit to a great and high mountain, and shewed 

me that great city, the holy Jerusalem, descending out of heaven  

from God. Having the glory of God: and her light was like unto a stone 

most precious, even like a jasper stone, clear as crystal; and had a wall 

great and high, and had twelve gates, and at the gates twelve angels, 

aŶd Ŷaŵes ǁƌitteŶ theƌeoŶ … of the twelve tribes of … Israel: On the 

east … Ŷoƌth … south … aŶd oŶ the ǁest thƌee gates. AŶd the ǁall of 

the city had twelve foundations, and in them the names of the twelve 

apostles of the Lamb … AŶd the Đity lieth fouƌ sƋuaƌe … The leŶgth aŶd 
the ďƌeadth aŶd the height of it aƌe eƋual … aŶ huŶdƌed aŶd fouƌty aŶd 
fouƌ Đuďits … And the building of the wall of it was of jasper: and the 

city was pure gold, like unto clear glass. And the foundations of the  

ǁall of the Đity ǁeƌe gaƌŶished ǁith all ŵaŶŶeƌ of pƌeĐious stoŶes … 
AŶd the tǁelǀe gates ǁeƌe tǁelǀe peaƌls … and the street of the city 

was pure gold, as it were transparent glass. 

      And I saw no temple therein: for the Lord God Almighty and        

the Lamb are the temple of it. And the city had no need of the sun, 



neither of the moon, to shine in it: for the glory of God did lighten it, 

and the Lamb is the light thereof. 

      And the nations of them which are saved shall walk in the light     

of it: and the kings of the earth do bring their glory and honor into it. 

And the gates of it shall not be shut at all by day; for there shall be no 

night there. And they shall bring the glory and honour of the nations 

into it. And there shall in no wise enter into it anything that defileth,    

neither whatsoever worketh abomination (evil), or maketh a lie:        

but they which are written iŶ the Laŵď͛s ďook of life. 

Revelation 21:1-14, 16-19, 21-27  

       And he shewed me a pure river of water of life, clear as crystal, 

proceeding out of the throne of God and of the Lamb. In the midst of 

the street of it, and on either side of the river, was there the tree of 

life, which bare twelve manner of fruits, and yielded her fruit every 

month; and the leaves of the tree were for the healing of the nations. 

      And there shall be no more curse: but the throne of God and of  

the Lamb shall be in it; and His servants shall serve Him: And they 

shall see His face; and His name shall be in their foreheads. And there 

shall be no night there; and they need no candle, neither light of the 

sun; for the Lord God giveth them light and they shall reign forever 

and ever. 

      And he said unto me, These sayings are faithful and true: and        

the Lord God of the holy prophets sent His angel to shew unto His 

servants the things which must shortly be done. 

      Behold, I come quickly: blessed is he that keepeth the sayings       

of the prophecy (message) of this book. 

      And .I John saw these things and heard them. And when I had 

heard and seen, I fell down to worship before the feet of the angel 

which shewed me these things. Then saith he unto me, See thou do it 

not: for I am thy fellow servant, and of thy brethren the prophets,     

and of them which keep the sayings of this book: worship God. And he 

saith unto me, Seal not the sayings of the prophecy of this book: for 

the time is at hand. 



      He that is unjust, let him be unjust still: and he which is filthy, let 

him be filthy still: and he that is righteous, let him be holy still. And, 

behold, I come quickly; and My reward is with Me, to give every man 

according as his work shall be. I am Alpha and Omega, the beginning 

and the end, the first and  the  last. 

      Blessed are they that do His commandments, that they may have 

right to the tree of life, and may enter in through the gates into the city. 

      For without are dogs, and sorcerers, and whoremongers, and 

murderers, and idolaters, and whosoever loveth and maketh a lie. 

      I Jesus have sent mine angel to testify unto you these things in      

the churches. I am the root and the offspring of David, and the     

bright and morning star. 

And let him that 

heareth say, Come. And let him that is athirst come.              

And whosoever will, let him take the water of life freely. 

      For I testify unto every man that heareth the words of the prophecy 

of this book, If any man shall add unto these things, God shall add 

unto him the plagues that are written in this book: And if any man 

shall take away from the words of the book of this prophecy, God 

shall take away his part out of the book of life, and out of the holy city, 

and from the things which are written in this book.
