      The ‘eǀ. “teĐhsĐhulte͛s aƌtiĐle on 3-18-16 starts out well with the story of the rich man who cries out from 

hell to Abraham to send someone to his ďƌotheƌ͛s to tell theŵ to ƌepeŶt so they can escape the torment. But 

Abraham tells him that if they do not believe Moses and the Prophets neither will they believe if someone 

comes fƌoŵ the dead. “t. Luke ǁho is telliŶg us this is ƋuotiŶg Jesus͛ ǁoƌds. Moses aŶd the Pƌophets ƌefeƌs to 
the sĐƌiptuƌe of the Old TestaŵeŶt, Jesus ǁas eŵphasiziŶg the faĐt that a peƌsoŶ ŵust seaƌĐh God͛s ǁoƌd foƌ 
the truth in order to come to a saving faith in the Messiah. Scripture shares; Faith comes by hearing and 

hearing by the word of God. 

      But the Rev. doesŶ͛t eŵphasize Jesus͛ desiƌe foƌ us to study God͛s ǁoƌd. IŶstead he foĐuses oŶ the 
religiousness and the importance of celebrating these ͞Holy Days aŶd EǀeŶts͟ ǁithout shaƌiŶg ǁhat Jesus truly 

accomplished foƌ ŵaŶkiŶd͛s foƌgiǀeŶess. He also writes, ͞These aƌe the most important days in the Christian 

yeaƌ … Holy Week.͟ The ‘eǀ. states hoǁ ͞It is ǀital that ǁe ŵake Holy Week diffeƌeŶt fƌoŵ the otheƌ ǁeeks of 
the year. It is a time of particular graces from God for our spiritual well-ďeiŶg.͟  
      I am assuming these graces are received through the Catholic Sacraments and Church attendance. The 

Catholic Church claims that their studies on the scriptures with their traditions and supported commentary 

compose the only complete truth.  

      The Rev. speaks about the ͞Last “uppeƌ ǁheƌe Chƌist giǀes us His ďody aŶd ďlood aŶd asks us to ͚do this iŶ 
memory of Me.͛ TheŶ ǁe folloǁ Hiŵ to GethseŵaŶe … the Hill of Calǀaƌy … With the Blessed Motheƌ, JohŶ 
and Mary Magdalene, we will stand beneath the cross and offer ourselves with Him for the salvation of the 

ǁoƌld͟. 
      This concept that sinful humans may offer themselves with Jesus ͞foƌ the salǀatioŶ of the ǁoƌld͟ is heresy 

aŶd ƌeĐeiǀes the aŶatheŵa of God͛s ǁoƌd. I wish I had more room to write but you must decide which voice 

you will follow, the oŶe that tells you ͞DoŶ͛t ǁoƌƌy aďout it just keep trusting in the Catholic Church͛s 

teachings and traditions, it͛s just too ŵuĐh hassle to ƌead God͛s ǁoƌd aŶd seaƌĐh foƌ God oŶ youƌ oǁŶ; besides 

you ĐaŶ͛t uŶdeƌstaŶd the ďiďle ǁithout the ChuƌĐh.͟ Oƌ you may answer the call of the Holy Spirit and search 

and ƌead God͛s ǁoƌd foƌ youƌself. God promises you wisdom, knowledge and salvation if you search for Him 

with all your heart.
